The season will
beginin Varese (ITA) at the first stage of the
World Rowing Cup. The series has three stages
and shall continue to Lucerne (SUI) and then
Poznan (POL) for the final stage.

The Final Paralympic Qualification Regatta
will be held in Gavirate (ITA) from 21

to 23 April 2016 and the Final Olympic
Qualification Regatta and European
Continental Qualification Regatta in Lucerne
(SUI) from 22 to 24 May 2016.

Throughout the 2015 season, FISA made every
effort to increase the awareness, popular-

ity and attractiveness of the sport of rowing
both through TV and web broadcasting as

well as through on site presentation. Close
collaboration with our service and television
partners is essential in improving the presen-
tation of our sport, and for this we would like

National Federation Team Accreditations

A maximum number of accreditations for team
support will be automatically allocated as fol-
lows:

National Federation Delegate
Accreditations

Each federation is allocated a maximum of
three (3) accreditations for delegates and up to
three (3) delegates’ partners.

Any extra NF guest accreditations required
(for other NF Council members, NF VIPs, etc.)
will have to be approved by the NF Secretary
General and FISA.

Please note that holding an accreditation
does not entitle one to a grandstand seat.
Grandstand Tickets must be purchased sepa-
rately from the OC.

Accreditation Deadline
Rotterdam - Thursday, 21 July 2016
Approval

All requests for team and team support
accreditation and NFs must be authorised by
the National Federation. Two persons from
the NF (normally the Secretary General and
the Team Manager) must be appointed to be
responsible for signing each accreditation.

Late Accreditations

All accreditation requests received after the
above deadlines will be considered as late
applications and will be handled by FISA at its
own discretion.



ATHLETE REGISTRATION AT WORLD CUPS

An athlete registration process will be run at
all 2016 World Rowing Cup regattas starting
on Wednesday morning at 8:00 hrs and finish-
ing on Thursday at 17:00 hrs. All new athletes
(those participating for first time at a World
Rowing regatta) must present themselves
with their passports at the athlete registration
office at the venue. An individual photo will be
taken there and it will be used for the regatta
crew photo and for the athlete biography sec-
tion on the FISA website.

FISA PRE-COMPETITION HEALTH SCREENING

All rowers competing in the 2016 World Rowing
Senior, U23 and Junior Championship are
required to have completed a questionnaire,
submitted it to their doctor and have under-
taken the required physical examination and
diagnostic ECG test. The National Federation
is required to confirm to FISA that all entered
athletes have completed the screening.

An electronic format of this questionnaire is
being prepared so that rowers can complete it
online and send it directly to their doctor and
the team doctor in full confidentiality followed
by a physical exam and an ECG. The link for this
form will be announced shortly.

When entering crews for the 2016 World
Rowing Senior, U23 and Junior Championships,
the National Federation will be required to
declare that all entered athletes for their crews
have completed this screening.
