The Final Paralympic Qualification Regatta 
will be held in Gavirate (ITA) from 8 to 10 May 
2020 and the Final Olympic Qualification 
Regatta in Lucerne (SUI) from 17 to 19 May 
2020.

Restriction on Entries

Each  member federation may enter up to  
four crews in each event of the 1st World Cup 
regatta and a maximum of two crews in each 
event of the 2nd and 3rd World Cup regattas. 
This restriction applies to the International and 
World Rowing Cup events on the World Rowing 
Cup programmes.

Worldrowing.com is proud to offer a compre-
hensive athlete and rowing officials’ database 
containing biographical information on all 
current and most past international rowers. 
The database also includes contact details 
for national associations worldwide as well as 
results from all major regattas since 1977.

with less than 20 rowers

National Federation Delegate 
Accreditations

Each federation is allocated a maximum of 

three (3) accreditations for delegates and up to 

three (3) delegates’ partners.

Any extra NF guest accreditations required 

(for other NF Council members, NF VIPs, etc.) 

will have to be approved by the NF Secretary 

General and FISA. 

Please note that holding an accreditation 

does not entitle one to a grandstand seat.

ATHLETE REGISTRATION AT WORLD CUPS

An athlete registration process will be run at 

all 2020 World Rowing Cup regattas starting 

on Wednesday morning at 8:00 hrs and finish-

ing on Thursday at 17:00 hrs. All new athletes 

(those participating for first time at a World 

Rowing regatta) must present themselves 

with their passports at the athlete registration 

office at the venue. An individual photo will be 

taken there and it will be used for the regatta 

crew photo and for the athlete biography sec-

tion on the FISA website.

FISA PRE-COMPETITION HEALTH SCREENING

All rowers competing in the 2020 World Rowing 

Senior, U23 and Junior Championship are 

required to have completed a questionnaire, 

submitted it to their doctor and have under-

taken the required physical examination and 

diagnostic ECG test. The National Federation 

is required to confirm to FISA that all entered 

athletes have completed the screening.

An electronic format of this questionnaire is 

being prepared so that rowers can complete it 

online and send it directly to their doctor and 

the team doctor in full confidentiality followed 

by a physical exam and an ECG. The link for this 

form will be announced shortly.

ATHLETE UNIFORM PICTURES

All National Federations are required to sub-

mit their Official Athlete Uniform pictures to 

FISA at daniela.oronova@fisa.org Separate 

pictures are required for front side and back 

side of the Uniforms and accepted formats 

are TIFF, JPEG, JPG and PNG. The National 

Federations having different uniforms for their 

Elite, Under 23, Juniors and Para crews are 

required to submit all different uniforms. They 

will be uploaded into the World Rowing data-

base after being checked that they comply 

with the FISA rules.
