1. General 
 
1.1 2010 Rowing World Cup III - Introduction 
 
World Cup Final week-end! 
 
After the first two stages of the Rowing World Cup in Bled, Slovenia, and Munich, Germany, Great 
Britain still dominates with an 82 point lead as they go into the final stage of this year’s Rowing 
World Cup. As the Rowing World Cup season closes in, it will be hard for anyone but Great Britain 
to win the 2010 series. 
 
Rowing has a big tradition in Lucerne, and the city has hosted rowing regattas for more than 150 
years. Each year the Rowing World Cup is a solid fixture in the city’s sport as well as social 
calendar. It is therefore no surprise that this regatta is attracting such a large number of 
participants this year. At the time of print, an incredible entry of 900 athletes stemming from 50 
countries worldwide had been entered to perform on the Rotsee. This is a record entry for the 
Lucerne Rowing World Cup since its debut in 1997. 
 
This regatta will be the third to present the “Blue Riband” events at the end of the Finals day 
programme. These four events, the women and men’s single sculls and the women and men’s 
eights have been re-grouped into one block in order to provide an exciting and concise one hour 
racing programme which can easily be televised live. This is just one in a series of adjustments 
which is being made this year in an attempt to yield more interest from media in an increasingly 
competitive sporting and entertainment world.  
 
The overall format of the Rowing World Cup series remains unchanged. As has been custom 
since the start of the series in 1997, an event leader shall be determined in each boat class based 
on their final result at this regatta. The leader is awarded the yellow leader bib, and carries the 
leader status forward to the next stage of the series. The 2010 series winner will be awarded at the 
end of this final stage of the Rowing World Cup on Sunday 11 July. 
 
In this Media Guide Supplement you will find all the info you need about the Rowing World Cup. A 
wide range of data is also available on the Annual Media Guide CD-Rom, including past event 
results and statistics – which the press centre staff will be happy to provide you with. Don’t forget 
to also consult the online athlete and results database on www.worldrowing.com for detailed 
information on all current and past rowers who have raced at World Rowing events.

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1.2 The Rowing World Cup - Scoring system, Titles and Prizes 
 
The Rowing World Cup in its current format was created in 1997 as a partnership between 
successful existing regattas and FISA in order to create top competition opportunities for the 
athletes and in order to better promote the sport of rowing.   
 
The Rowing World Cup is a series of three regattas that include the 14 Olympic boat classes 
seeking points based on finish order. At each regatta, the national rowing federation with the most 
points at that particular regatta will be declared winner of that Rowing World Cup event and will 
receive the leading nation cup. 
 
The title of Rowing World Cup champion in each Olympic boat class shall be conferred on the 
federation with the most points earned from racing in that boat class in all three regattas.  
 
The National Federation with the most points overall from all Olympic boat classes will be declared 
overall winner of the Rowing World Cup this week-end at the final Rowing World Cup regatta on 
the Rotsee in Lucerne, Switzerland on 11 July. 
 
At each regatta, in each event, the highest placing boat from a National Federation will be 
awarded the following points:

2nd 6 5th 3   
3rd 5 6th 2   

 
Points will not be awarded to the second crew of a federation placing a crew in one of the first 7 
places.

About Lucerne 
 
Lucerne is a city of exquisite beauty in central Switzerland. It is famous for its architectural 
monuments, such as the restored Chapel Bridge, its historical town squares and churches, for its 
world-renowned festivals of classical music and renaissance paintings. Above all it is famous for 
its breathtaking scenery and, amongst rowers, the Rotsee in Lucerne is considered to be the 
“Mecca” of rowing. 
 
Regattas have been organised in Lucerne for over 150 years and the Rotsee has been a Rowing 
World Cup venue since its beginning in 1997. The lake has hosted four World Rowing 
Championships (1962, 1974, 1982, 2001) and many World Best times have been set in this 
beautiful natural arena.

Women’s Pair (W2-) 
 
Rebecca Scown and Juliette Haigh of New Zealand burst onto the scene last month at Rowing 
World Cup II. Not only did they win, but they absolutely dominated. It will be hard to look past 
this pair. Watch out though for the two American entries. Coach Tom Terhaar has split up his 
World Champion pair into two separate boats with Erin Cafaro now teamed with Amanda Polk 
and Susan Francia joining Meghan Musnicki.  
 
Winners in Bled, the Canadians are back. How will Krista Guloien and Ahsley Brzozowicz fare 
against the New Zealanders? 
 
The Chinese twins Meng and Tong Li will be racing at their third World Cup of the season. The 
Lis come to Lucerne with a silver and bronze medal already and the proven ability to have a 
strong sprint finish.  
 
At last month’s World Cup the Germans, Kerstin Hartmann and Marlene Sinnig, did not row to 
their potential, finishing fourth. They will be aiming for better results in Lucerne.

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Men’s Pair (M2-) 
 
Two crews lead this event and the showdown between them will continue in Lucerne. Hamish 
Bond and Eric Murray of New Zealand and Great Britain’s Peter Reed and Andrew Triggs 
Hodge have raced against each other at both World Cups this season with Bond and Murray 
retaining the upper edge both times. But at the last Rowing World Cup, Reed and Hodge had 
closed the gap on the New Zealanders. Will the British finally overtake at this regatta and break 
the Kiwis’ winning streak? 
 
Chasing the leading two crews with vigour will be the Greeks, Nikolaos and Apostolos 
Gkountoulas. The Gkountoulas twins were third at the World Rowing Championships in 2009 
and they opened this season by racing to bronze at the first stage of the Rowing World Cup.  
 
It will not be easy for the rest of the field to push into this leading bunch but keep an eye out for 
Italy’s experienced Niccolo Mornati and Lorenzo Carboncini as well as Serbia's Marko 
Marjanovic and Nikola Stojic who took a bronze medal in Munich.

Schiller stroked the women’s quad to gold at Rowing World Cup II and she will no doubt 
strengthen the German combination. Watch out too for the new Australian double. Two of their 
top single scullers Kim Crow and Sally Kehoe join together after racing last month in the A-final 
of the women’s single.
