The global rowing community is at the forefront of a 
fundraising campaign to help establish the centre.

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	 1	2021 World Rowing Season
1.1	 Season overview

The anticipation for a rowing season has perhaps never been greater 
than that for the 2021 season. After a sparse 2020 season due to the 
coronavirus pandemic, many athletes had not competed internationally 
for almost two years. They were given opportunities to test their speed 
throughout the 2021 World Rowing Cup series and the European 
Rowing Championships. 

But now all eyes will shift to the most anticipated event of the year: The 
Olympic Games.

The 2021 season began where it left off in 2020; the European 
Rowing Championships. Looking back to the 2020 season, the 
European Rowing Championships was the only major continental 
international rowing event to be staged. The event was dominated by 
the Netherlands when they took home eight gold medals. Italy and 
Romania each claimed four.

Jumping forward to the 2021 season, the Dutch success was 
dampened by the return of the British. Great Britain topped the medal 
table at the European Rowing Championships by winning five gold 
medals, four silver and three bronze. Italy finished second with three 
gold medals and eight overall, with the Netherlands in third holding two 
gold medals and nine overall. 

The British success started with two gold medals in the para rowing 
categories. This was followed by gold in the women’s pair with the 
return of Helen Glover to international competition. Glover retired after 
winning gold at the 2016 Olympic Games. Since 2016, she has had 
three children and in 2020 decided to return to the British team. Glover 
successfully paired up with Polly Swann and the duo showed their true 
dominance by winning at the European Championships. Great Britain 
also pulled off wins in the men’s four and the men’s eight. 

The European Rowing Championships was followed by the first of three 
World Rowing Cups, held in Zagreb, Croatia. Despite a relatively low 
entry, the racing was fierce. Croatia’s Sinkovic brothers, who are vying for 
their second Olympic gold, showed they were on form in the men’s pair 
by claiming the top of the podium. The men’s single sculls also provided 
top racing when Oliver Zeidler of Germany won ahead of Kjetil Borch of 
Norway and Damir Martin of Croatia. And in the women’s single sculls 
Olympian Magdalena Lobnig of Austria came out on top.

The second World Rowing Cup travelled to Lucerne, Switzerland and 
followed the Final Olympic Qualification Regatta. It was the largest World 
Cup of the season and provided a first glimpse at the potential Olympic 
rankings. China and Great Britain topped the medal table with three gold 
medals each.

China’s success came from their 2019 World Champion crews: the men’s 
double sculls and the women’s quadruple sculls. Both boats showed they 
were still on their 2019 form and ready to win again come Tokyo. Great 
Britain claimed gold in the men’s eight in a photo finish against Germany. 
These two countries have long been battling it out in the men’s eight and 
are charging toward the final in Tokyo.

Hanna Prakhatsen of Russia also solidified her dominant position by 
winning in the women’s single sculls ahead of 2019 World Champion, 
Sanita Puspure of Ireland. Prakhatsen surprised the rowing world with her 
speed after qualifying for Tokyo just a couple of months previously at the 
European Olympic & Paralympic Qualification Regatta.

The battle in the men’s single sculls carried through the second World 
Rowing Cup and spilled over to the third. Zeidler, Borch and Sverri Nielsen 
of Denmark have been trading podium places over the last Olympic cycle 
and these three are likely to be the top of the final in Tokyo. Zeidler won 
World Rowing Cup I and II, but it was Nielsen who got the best of it at the 
third World Rowing Cup.
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The third World Rowing Cup was held in Sabaudia, Italy and it was 
the host nation that topped the medal table with six gold medals. Italy 
won in two crucial Olympic boat classes: the men’s four and the men’s 
quadruple sculls.

But the talk of the event was the Dutch lightweight women’s double of 
Marieke Keijser and Ilse Paulis who managed to break the World Best 
Time by four seconds. Paulis now goes to Tokyo to defend her 2016 
Olympic gold medal. 

The World Rowing Cup series finished with Germany as the overall 
winners, followed by Italy and the Netherlands. However, in the 
absence of New Zealand, Australia, Canada and the United States for 
most of the events, it is still unknown how Tokyo Olympic Games will 
shake up.

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1.2	 Olympic and Paralympic qualification - how it worked 

For the first time the Olympic Games will feature equal opportunities 
for both men and women in rowing, with the same number of athletes 
qualifying in both genders. To even the numbers the women’s four has 
been added in replace of the lightweight men’s four. 

There are a total of 206 boat quota places for the Tokyo 2020 
Olympic Games. For the Paralympic Games, there are spots for 
48 male athletes and 48 female athletes (This does not include 
coxswains. Coxswains may be either male or female). 

The majority of the qualification spots were attributed to National 
Olympic Committees (NOCs) and National Paralympic Committees 
(NPCs) through the 2019 World Rowing Championships, Linz-
Ottensheim, Austria. The remaining qualification events, along with 
the Tripartite and Bipartite Commission Invitations determined the 
allocation of the final boat quotas.

Following the 2019 World Rowing Championships, the other 
qualification events were:
•	 African Olympic and Paralympic Qualification Regatta: 10-12 Oct 

2019, Tunis, Tunisia
•	 Americas Olympic and Paralympic Qualification Regatta: 4-6 

March 2021, Rio, Brazil

2021, Varese, Italy 
•	 Asia-Oceania Olympic and Paralympic Qualification Regatta: 5-7 

May 2021, Tokyo, Japan 
•	 Final Olympic Qualification Regatta: 15-17 May 2021 in Lucerne, 

Switzerland 
•	 Final Paralympic Qualification Regatta: 3-5 June 2021 in Gavirate, 

Italy
	 *Note, the events held in 2021 were originally meant to take place 

in 2020, but delayed due to Covid-19.

At the conclusion of the Olympic qualification events a record 
number of countries – 80 – had qualified for Tokyo. This is an 
increase on the Rio 2016 Olympics by 11 nations. A total of 106 
countries went for qualification. 

The Tripartite Commission (Olympic Games) confirmed the  
allocation of invitation places, two for the men’s single: Monaco and 
Vanuatu, and two for the women’s single, Sudan and Nicaragua. 

The Bipartite Commission (Paralympic Games) confirmed the allocation 
of invitation places, four male athletes and four female athletes. 

The NOCs and NPCs that qualified boats at the 2019 World Rowing 
Championships and at the African Qualification Regatta can enter 
different athletes from their original lineup. Athletes that qualified for 
the Games through the Continental Qualification Regattas or the Final 
Qualification Regattas must compete in that boat or not compete at all.

2.1	 About rowing

The origin of rowing

The boat was mankind’s most significant mode of transport for 
centuries and the oar is considered to be the most important 
invention before the wheel. The first representation of a rowing boat 
was discovered in Finland and dates back to 5,800 BC. The earliest 
regatta was held on 16 September 1274 in Venice, Italy, where 
regattas developed as challenges between gondoliers and boatmen 
in a variety of rowing boats. Rowing has evolved all over the world 
wherever people and water mix. The origin of the sport of rowing as 
we know it today comes from England, where the world-renowned 
Oxford versus Cambridge University Boat Race was first held in 1829 
on the River Thames.

Rowing at the World Rowing Championships

The first World Rowing Championships was staged in Lucerne, 
Switzerland in 1962. Initially held every four years, the championships 
soon became an annual event. It is the biggest annual World Rowing 
event. The 2018 World Rowing Championships were held in Linz-
Ottensheim, Austria with 1200 athletes from 80 nations competing  

Female boat classes were included on the World Championship 
programme in 1974, with lightweight categories for both men and 
women featuring annually from 1985. In 2018 the championship 
programme became gender equal with the same number of boat 
classes for men and women. Para rowing was integrated into the 
World Rowing Championships programme in 2002. Originally raced 
over 1000m, in 2017 the length of racing changed to 2000m.

Rowing at the Olympic & Paralympic rowing regattas

Rowing became an Olympic sport in 1896, at the first Olympic Games 
of the modern era held in Athens, Greece. Rough seas in the Piraeus 
harbour, however, forced the event to be cancelled which is why rowing 
won its first Olympic medals four years later in Paris. Women’s events 
were added to the Olympic programme in 1976 and lightweight events 
in 1996. Para rowing first appeared at the Paralympic Games in 2008.

The boats

Boats, or shells, were traditionally made from wood. Top level boats 
are now fabricated from composite materials such as carbon fibre 
and kevlar. The width of boats varies from approximately 30cm for a 
single scull and up to 65cm for an eight. A small fin is fitted beneath the 
boat for directional stability. A rudder is attached to the fin or the stern 
for steering (except on most sculling boats). A white ball (bow ball) is 
attached to the bow for safety as well as for judging precision of the 
start and finish of races. A splashboard prevents waves from splashing 
water aboard. Seats are fitted with wheels which roll on runners or 
tracks.

The oars

Oars are hollow to reduce weight, attached to the boat by adjustable 
outriggers. The size and shape of oars is unrestricted, the average 
length of a sweep oar is 3.70m and of a scull 2.85m.
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2.2	 About World Rowing

The World Rowing Federation is the governing body of the sport 
of rowing. It is empowered by its 156 member National Rowing 
Federations, the National Olympic Committees and the International 
Olympic Committee, to govern the sport of rowing.

World Rowing was previously called FISA (from the French, 
Fédération Internationale des Sociétés d’Aviron) was founded by 
representatives from Belgium, France, Italy, Switzerland and Adriatica 
(now a part of Italy) in Turin, Italy on 25 June 1892. It is the oldest 
international sports federation in the Olympic movement and is 
the governing body of the sport of rowing. It is empowered by its 
156 member National Rowing Federations, the National Olympic 
Committees and the International Olympic Committee, to govern the 
sport of rowing.

Its first headquarters office was established in 1922 in Lausanne, 
Switzerland where it returned in 1996 and has remained. FISA 
designated “World Rowing” as its operational name in October 
2020. World Rowing sets the rules and regulations for the practice 
of the sport in all its forms (elite, para rowing, coastal, masters and 
aspects of indoor). It organises sanctioned World Rowing events 
including those for junior and under-23s. It provides advice and 
expertise for the organisation of rowing regattas, coaching education, 
rowing development and other matters relating to the sport and its 
development.

In 2017 World Rowing, as FISA, celebrated its 125th anniversary. 
It was founded by representatives from Belgium, France, Italy, 
Switzerland and Adriatica (now a part of Italy) in Turin, Italy on 25 
June 1892. It is the oldest international sports federation in the 
Olympic movement. World Rowing established its first headquarters 
in Lausanne, Switzerland in 1922 and, after moving away, it returned 
to its roots in February 1996. 

World Rowing’s vision 
To encourage the development of the sport of rowing and strengthen 
the bonds that unite all who enjoy the sport.

World Rowing’s mission 
To make rowing a universally practised and globally relevant sport in all 
its forms. To effectively and efficiently govern, develop, showcase and 
promote the sport of rowing and respect and protect the environment 
when practising the sport.

the rowers are always at the centre of our sport. World Rowing directs its 
work in the interests of rowers and rowing.

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2.3	 Glossary of rowing terms

Blade Flattened or spoon-shaped end of oar or scull; 
sometimes used as term for oar

Bow 1  Forward end of boat, in terms of the direction the 
boat is moving in 
2  The rower in the seat nearest the bow

Bow ball Safety ball fitted to the bow end of racing boat

Boat class The rowing event pertaining to the type of boat and 
gender eg men's single scull

Bow side/starboard 
side

The right hand side of the boat when viewed from 
the stern

Catch The part of the stroke when the blade is put in the 
water

Coxswain/Cox Person who steers the boat usually from a seat in 
the stern

Crab Occurs when rower fails to get the oar out of the 
water at the end of the stroke, causing the oar to 
get caught in the water: “catching a crab”

Drive The part of the stroke between the catch and the 
finish, when the oar is in the water

Feather To turn the blade parallel with the water surface at 
the start of the recovery to reduce wind esistance

Finish/Release The part of the stroke when the blade is taken out 
of the water

Layback The amount of backward lean of the rower’s upper 
body towards the bow at the finish of the stroke

Length The length of a boat (“They won by one length”)

Recovery The part of the stroke cycle between the finish and 
the catch in which the blade is feathered and out of 
the water

Regatta A competitive event raced in boats

Sculling Rowing when each person rows with two oars

Slide 1  The parallel rails on which the boat seats move 
2  The action of the boat seat with wheels on 
parallel rails

Square When the blade is perpendicular to the water

Stern The back end of the boat in terms of the direction 
in which the boat is moving

Stroke 1  The complete cycle of the oar going from the 
catch back to the catch 
2  The rower seated nearest to the stern of the 
boat

Stroke rate The number of strokes per minute that a crew is 
rowing, as in the number of times a blade goes in 
the water each minute

Stroke side/Port 
side

The left-hand side of the boat when viewed from 
the stern

Sweep rowing Rowing when each person rows with one oar
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2.4	 Boat classes

Rowing boat classes are either sculling or sweep events. In sculling 
(denoted by an ‘x’), each rower has two oars whereas in sweep 
rowing (denoted by a ‘-‘ for boats without coxswains and ‘+’ for 
coxed boats) each person in the boat has one oar.

‘Historical Results’ sections you’ll find a host of valuable past 
performance information related to the Olympic and Paralympic 
Games and World Rowing Championships. There is also a section for 
the World, Olympic and para rowing best times.

	 4.2	 Progression system and rules 

Progression 

All international races are contested over 2000 metres on a 6-lane 
course. Depending upon the number of entries in each event, 
there will be heats, repechages, quarterfinals, semifinals and finals. 
A-finals (medals and ranking 1 – 6) and B-finals (ranking 7 – 12) will 
be contested in all events with eight or more entries. Where 14 or 
more crews are entered, C, D, E etc. finals will be contested. Each 
boat is drawn into a first-round race (the heat) with progression to 
further rounds depending on placings and the number of entries in 
accordance with the World Rowing progression system.

Rowing follows a unique format in that crews have the benefit of a 
second chance if they are not successful in their first round heat. The 
repechage, loosely translated from French as ‘second chance’, is the 
name for the second round of competition which ensures that every 
crew has a second chance to advance from the preliminary races to 
the next round.

Round 1 Heats - after the initial round of heats, every unsuccessful 
crew has a second chance to advance in the repechage 
round

Round 2 Repechages– second chance to advance

Round 3 Quarterfinals (if an event has less than 25 boats competing, 
there are no quarterfinals)

Round 4 Semifinals (if an event has less than 13 boats competing, 
there are no semifinals)

Round 5 Finals - A, B, C and D Finals (In principle, there are no more 
than six boats per final. The top six boats in the qualification 
rounds compete in the A-final, the next six in the B-final, 
etc. Only the rowers who finish in the top three places of 
the A Final win a medal)

Lanes

There are normally eight buoyed lanes, of which six are used at one 
time for racing. Each lane is 13.5 m wide. A draw is conducted before 
the beginning of racing to determine the allocation of crews to heats 
and to lanes within each heat. A seeding panel determines in advance 
which crews will be seeded. There will normally be two seeded crews in 
each heat. The purpose of seeding is only to avoid having all the faster 
boats in an event being drawn into the same heat in the first round.

Dead-heat rules and procedures

If there is a dead-heat between crews, and if only one of those crews 
progress to the next round, there are several options to resolve it 
depending on the round of the competition. If the dead-heat occurs 
in a heat (the 1st round), crews row a 2000 m race again in order to 
determine which crew should progress. In a repechage, quarterfinal 
or semifinal there will be no re-row but the crew which has the higher 
ranking in the immediately preceding round will progress.  Only if crews 
have the same ranking in both the preceding and next previous rounds 
shall they then have to re-row to resolve the dead-heat.  If, in a final, 
there is a dead-heat both crews will be given equal placing and the 
next placing left vacant with no re-row. If the tied placing is for a medal 
position, additional medals will be awarded.

Competition schedule contingency plan 

As for any outdoor sporting event, it is possible that the competition 
schedule may be disrupted due to adverse weather conditions. 
The World Rowing Rules allow for the implementation of certain 
contingency plans in order to ensure that the competition can be 
completed within the available days.
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World Rowing has a number of contingency plans or options that 
can be implemented, depending on the severity of the conditions 
and the threatened disruption to the competition schedule. 

These include:
•	 Changing the start times of the races and/or the intervals 

between races.
•	 Combining different groups on the same day.
•	 Combining two rounds in the same day.
•	 Combining finals on three days, two days or all on one day.
•	 Time trials.

Penalties / disqualification rules / exclusion

The Board of the Jury may impose the following penalties: 
reprimand, yellow card (applying to the next round in which the 
crew competes), exclusion (from all the rounds of the event in 
question), relegation where this is specifically provided in the Rules 
(to last place in its race of that round), disqualification (from all boat 
classes in the regatta), or any other appropriate measure in order 
to assure the fairness of the competition. A crew arriving late at the 
start may be awarded a yellow card and the Starter may start the 
race without reference to absent crews.  A crew causing two false 
starts in the same race will be excluded. A yellow card is equivalent 
to one false start. Crews interfering with opponents during the race 
may be excluded by the umpire.
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4.3	 Rowing in Japan  

The sport of rowing was first historically recorded in Japan at the 
beginning of the nineteenth century. It was likely brought to Japan 
through British merchants and sailors. In 1868, British merchants 
founded two rowing clubs in Yokohama. From there rowing developed 
over the coming half century.

Many rowing clubs were linked to universities in Japan – starting the 
longstanding tradition of university rowing. One of the oldest university 
races in Japan is between Waseda and Keio universities. The race was 
first held in 1905.  

But it wasn’t until 1920 that the Japanese Rowing Association was 
founded and the beginnings of the All-Japan Championship were put 
in place. The continued popularity of the sport in Japan led to their 
first participation in the Olympic Games in Amsterdam in 1936. Japan 
competed in the coxed four and single sculls.  

Since then Japan has participated in almost all editions of the Olympic 
Games in rowing, competing in various categories including the coxed 
four, the eight and more recently the lightweight double sculls. 

Rowing in Japan received a boost of energy with the staging of the 
1964 Olympic Games. In preparation for the event, the venue at Toda 
Lake was finalised and Japan competed in seven boat classes.  Toda 
Lake has since been used as the main venue for major rowing regattas 
in Japan. 

The growth in Japanese rowing peaked in 1990 when the country had 
14,000 registered athletes from over 700 clubs. The numbers have 
fallen slightly, but Japan still boasts over 7,000 registered athletes 
belonging to 488 clubs. 

Rowers in Japan span age groups and competition categories.  
Masters rowers compete frequently at events staged throughout  
the year with the singles and the eights being the most popular boat 
classes. For the younger athletes, especially those still in high school, 
sculling events are preferred such as singles, doubles and quadruple 
sculls. 

University rowing still plays a large role in Japan with the biggest 
emphasis on winning in the men’s eight and the women’s quadruple 
sculls. But the rowing season’s high point is the Japan National 
Championships which is broadcast live and includes singles, doubles, 
quadruple sculls and eights for both men and women. 

The large pool of active rowers has helped feed Japan’s elite success. 
They have been building their elite programme steadily throughout the 
last 20 years and have been primarily focused on events such as the 
Asian Games. In their stride toward the Tokyo Olympic Games, Japan 
has successfully qualified two crews for the event: the men’s single sculls 
and the lightweight women’s double sculls. These three athletes will have 
the honour of representing the host country on the new venue at Sea 
Forest Waterway.

Chiaki Tomita, Japan 
Lightweight Women’s Double Sculls (LW2x)

The Tokyo Olympic Games are quickly 
approaching and Japan has been working 
hard to develop their young athletes. In the 
lightweight single, Chiaki Tomita proved 
her speed at the 2019 World Rowing 
Championships. Facing a tough field, she 
finished on the podium with a silver medal.  
Tomita first debuted internationally at the 
under-23 level in 2014. She then went to 
the 2016 Olympic Games in the lightweight 
double. Tomita is now off to her second 
Olympics, this time with partner Ayami Oishi. 
Already this season they have made the 
A-final at World Rowing Cup II. 

Martin & Valent Sinkovic, Croatia 
Men’s Pair (M2-)

Martin and Valent Sinkovic are regulars on the 
various ‘top rowers’ lists. They started their 
international career in the men’s quadruple 
sculls before becoming famous as a duo in 
the men’s double. They hold the World Best 
Time in the double, being the only double 
ever to go under six minutes. After winning 
gold at the 2016 Olympic Games in Rio, 
they decided it was time for a change and 
switched to the men’s pair. Their rowing 
talent and pure strength has led to an almost-
seamless transition. In 2021 they proved to 
be on form for the Olympic Games winning 
two World Rowing Cups and the European 
Championships. They are certainly looking 
good for another chance at Olympic gold.

 

Paul O’Donovan, Ireland 
Lightweight Men’s Double Sculls (LM2x)

Paul O’Donovan first hit the world stage 
when he and his brother Gary won Ireland’s 
first-ever Olympic medal in rowing. In 
the last Olympic cycle, the road to glory 
has been bumpy. In 2017 Paul raced the 
lightweight single when Gary was sidelined 
due to illness. The duo was back together 
in 2018 and managed to pull off gold at the 
World Championships. But Paul added yet 
another accolade in 2019, when he won a 
tough selection to stay in the Irish lightweight 
men’s double. In the new combination 
with Fintan McCarthy, O’Donovan earned 
yet another gold medal at the 2019 World 
Championships, a feat almost unheard of 
in this highly-competitive category. Their 
prowess continued in 2021 when they won 
the European Championships and the second 
World Rowing Cup. 
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Joshua Hicks, Australia 
Men’s Pair (M2-)

The Australian men’s sweep team has 
undergone extensive testing and the boats 
have changed dramatically in the last few 
years. Joshua Hicks seems to rise above it 
all. In 2017 and 2018, Hicks was part of the 
men’s four that managed to grab the top of the 
podium. In 2019, Hicks was tested and put 
into the men’s pair. Yet after just a few weeks 
rowing together, Hicks and partner Spencer 
Turrin managed to grab a bronze medal at 
the 2019 World Rowing Championships and 
qualify the boat for the Olympic Games. Hicks 
has stayed in the men’s pair for the Olympic 
Games and the duo is likely to make waves. 

Sanita Puspure, Ireland 
Women’s Single Sculls (W1x)

Sanita Puspure has been competing 
internationally since 1999.  While the early 
years of her career had mixed results, 
Puspure persevered. In 2018, she broke 
through. Not only did Puspure secure World 
Cup medals, she rounded off the season by 
becoming a World Rowing Champion. Once 
Puspure had found speed, there was no 
going back. Her 2019 season mirrored her 
2018 success and she was crowned World 
Champion again – securing her spot for 
the Olympic Games. In 2020 Puspure took 
advantage of the one international race to 
prove herself yet again – winning gold at the 
European Rowing Championships.   
Only competing once in 2021, Puspure 
landed a bronze medal at the second  
World Rowing Cup.   

Hannes Ocik, Germany 
Men’s Eight (M8+)

The men’s eight is Germany’s flagship 
boat, but despite a stack of world and 
European titles, for many of the current 
athletes, Olympic gold in recent years 
remains elusive. Hannes Ocik has been a 
part of the effort since 2013. He is a seven-
time European Champion and has three 
World Championship titles. In 2021 Ocik 
will represent the all-important year for the 
seasoned athlete. Ocik will finally be going 
for Olympic gold. The crew looked to be on 
form at the 2020 European Championships 
in October, but they have struggled in 2021, 
finding themselves off the podium at the  
2021 European Rowing Championships.  
Ocik will be there to help turn fortunes  
around in Tokyo.
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Kerri Gowler, New Zealand 
Women’s Pair (W2-) and Eight (W8+)

As part of the 2019 World Rowing Women’s 
Crew of the Year, it is no surprise that Kerri 
Gowler is one to watch. Gowler’s famous 
career started in the women’s eight back 
in 2013. She then switched to the pair 
and found her match together with Grace 
Prendergast. The duo has picked up quite 
the stack of medals along the way. The 
culmination of Gowler’s success was the 
2019 World Rowing Championships when 
she won not only in the women’s pair, but 
also the women’s eight. Gowler also holds 
the World Best Time in the pair together with 
partner Prendergast.

Sverri Nielsen, Denmark 
Men’s Single Sculls (M1x)

Sverri Nielsen emerged as a top medal 
contender several years after his international 
career began. Nielsen first raced in the 
men’s double sculls and posted scattered 
results. Then in 2016 he switched to the 
single and had his first A-final result at the 
European Championships. Slowly gaining 
momentum, Nielsen finally found his full 
potential in 2019. He finished on the podium 
at two World Rowing Cups and rounded 
the season off with gold at the 2019 World 
Rowing Championships. In 2020, Nielsen 
proved himself again by winning gold at 
the European Rowing Championships. His 
success has carried through the 2021 season 
when he secured silver at the European 
Championships and gold at the last World 
Rowing Cup. 

Katarzyna Zillman, Poland 
Women’s Quadruple Sculls (W4x)

The women’s quad has been a thrilling boat 
class to watch throughout the last Olympic 
cycle. Four countries are vying for the top 
spots. Katarzyna Zillman has led her crew to 
three podium finishes, including the World 
Championship title in 2018. Zillman is best 
known for glancing to sky to eke out just a 
little more power in the final strokes of the 
race. In 2020 Zillman and her team proved 
they are still in the running by finishing third 
at the European Rowing Championships. So 
far in the 2021 season, the crew has faced 
a bumpy road. After a disappointing seventh 
place finish at the European Championships, 
they came back to finish third at the third 
World Rowing Cup.

Ilse Paulis, Netherlands 
Lightweight Women’s Double Sculls (LW2x)

In 2016, Ilse Paulis surprised the world when 
she succeeded in qualifying the lightweight 
double sculls for the Olympic Games at the 
Final Olympic Qualification Regatta together 
with Maaike Head. But as if that wasn’t 
enough, the duo went on to win gold in a 
spectacular race at the Rio Olympics. Paulis 
has since teamed up with the young Marieke 
Keijser and the new pairing has also seen 
success. In 2019 they qualified directly for the 
Olympic Games with their second-place finish 
at the World Rowing Championships. This 
year Paulis and Keijser have broken the World 
Best Time by an astonishing four seconds. 
They are certainly looking like the crew to beat.

Brooke Donoghue, New Zealand 
Women’s Double Sculls (W2x)

The Kiwis are known for producing top 
scullers and Brooke Donoghue is no 
exception. Donoghue premiered on the world 
scene in 2013 at the World Rowing Junior 
Championships where she finished fifth. 
Donoghue quickly climbed the ranks and the 
medals started flowing. In 2018 Donoghue 
and partner Olivia Loe finished second at the 
World Rowing Championships. Just one year 
later, they secured gold at the World Rowing 
Cup II and kept on going. They added 
‘world champion’ to their list of accolades 
by winning gold at the 2019 World Rowing 
Championships and qualifying the boat for the 
Tokyo Olympics.

Koen Metsemakers, Netherlands 
Men’s Quadruple Sculls (M4x)

Koen Metsemakers has been hailed by 
some as the best rower on the Dutch men’s 
national team. He made his international 
debut in 2016 in the men’s double sculls. 
He then transferred to the men’s quadruple 
sculls, where he has been competing and 
earning medals for the last three years. In 
2019, Metsemakers was put in the stroke 
seat of the men’s quad and led the boat to 
victory at the European and World Rowing 
Championships. The Dutch men’s quad 
showed their prowess yet again at the 2020 
European Rowing Championships by winning 
gold, but then secured silver at the 2021 
European Championships. They came back 
strong at the second World Rowing Cup to 
find the top of the podium again. 
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Mikolaj Burda, Poland 
Men’s Four (M4-)

The Polish men’s four finally found their 
top speed at the 2019 World Rowing 
Championships when they beat a tough field 
to become World Champions. In a crew filled 
with a combined 64 years of experience, 
Mikolaj Burda is the most-seasoned of them 
all. Burda started rowing internationally in the 
last century, at the 1999 World Rowing Cup 
I in the lightweight men’s eight. Since then 
Burda has grown in both size and talent. 
He was part of the Polish men’s eight at the 
2004, 2008, 2012 and 2016 Olympic Games. 
In 2018, he started in the men’s four and in 
2019, they won the European and World 
Championships. But the path has been 
unsteady since then. The crew has managed 
to pull off few medal wins in 2020 and 
2021 and they will be aiming for their best 
performance at the Olympics. 

Pietro Ruta, Italy 
Lightweight Men’s Double Sculls (LM2x)

Pietro Ruta is a veteran in the lightweight 
men’s double sculls. Debuting internationally 
in 2007, Ruta has been a part of the Italian 
lightweight effort ever since. Ruta finished 
7th at the 2012 Olympic Games in the 
lightweight double. In 2016 he was part of 
the Italian lightweight men’s four that was 
just shy of an Olympic medal, finishing fourth. 
Now partnered with Stefano Oppo, Ruta 
has once again found medal success. In 
2019 the duo finished second at the World 
Rowing Championships in a blisteringly-fast 
field. And in 2020 Ruta picked up gold at 
the European Rowing Championships. They 
followed that up with bronze at the European 
Championships in 2021 and silver at the third 
World Rowing Cup of the season. 

Kara Kohler, United States 
Women’s Single Sculls (W1x)

The United States often puts its top rowers 
into their women’s eight flagship boat. But 
Kara Kohler has taken a different path and 
succeeded. After an international debut in 
the under-23 women’s eight, Kohler switched 
to sculling boats and won a bronze medal 
in the women’s quadruple sculls at the 
2012 London Olympic Games. Kohler then 
switched between the women’s pair and the 
women’s quad before settling in the single in 
2018. She has been working her way to the 
top ever since, with A-final finishes in 2018 
and finally a bronze medal at the 2019 World 
Rowing Championships. In 2021 Kohler 
competed only once, at the second World 
Rowing Cup. She finished second, showing 
that her shot of a medal in Tokyo is high. 
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Olympia Aldersey, Australia 
Women’s Eight (W8+)

Olympia Aldersey has been a talent on the 
Australian team since 2010. She began in 
the junior women’s four and then switched 
seamlessly between sweeping and sculling 
as her career progressed. She picked up a 
handful of medals along the way and raced at 
the 2016 Rio Olympic Games in the women’s 
eight. After a few more boat changes, 
Aldersey was back in the women’s four for the 
2019 season. The boat won at the third World 
Rowing Cup and then took the top place of 
the 2019 season, gold at the World Rowing 
Championships. For the Tokyo Olympics, 
Aldersey has been moved into the women’s 
eight. She will surely add speed to the boat. 

Liang Zhang, China 
Men’s Double Sculls (M2x)

Liang Zhang spent most of his career 
competing for China in the men’s single 
sculls. He has had mixed results with a 
couple of A-final finishes. But in 2019, 
together with partner Zhiyu Liu, Zhang finally 
found the success he was looking for. The 
duo won the first World Cup of the season, 
landed in the B-final at the second World 
Cup, then came back blazing for the World 
Rowing Championships. A perfectly-timed 
race saw Zhang and Liu get ahead of the field 
and, almost out of nowhere, they became 
World Champions. They were unable to 
compete internationally in 2020, and had just 
one race to test their speed in 2021: World 
Rowing Cup III. The duo proved they are still 
of world-champion quality by beating a high-
class field.  

Simona Radis, Romania 
Women’s Double Sculls (W2x)

Simona Radis first entered the rowing scene 
in 2015 when she competed in the junior 
women’s quadruple sculls at just 16 years of 
age. Radis continued for three years at the 
junior level before stepping up to the under-23 
category. In 2019, she joined forces with 
Ancuta Bodnar and the duo was immediately 
successful, winning silver at the European 
Rowing Championships. They haven’t looked 
back. They became European Champions in 
2020 and 2021 before winning the second 
World Rowing Cup. This young combination 
is looking to make their mark in the women’s 
double sculls on the Sea Forest Waterway. 
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Annabelle McIntyre, Australia 
Women’s Four (W4-)

Annabelle McIntyre is one of the youngest 
rowers ever to make the world rowing top 
10 list. Having debuted in 2017, McIntyre’s 
success came rapidly. In 2018, McIntyre 
was part of the Australian women’s eight 
that finished with a silver medal at the World 
Rowing Championships. She also secured a 
win at the World Rowing Cup in the women’s 
pair, foreshadowing the success to come. 
At the 2019 World Rowing Championships, 
McIntyre pulled off what few rowers have ever 
achieved. She won silver in both the women’s 
eight and women’s pair. In 2021 she is 
entered in the women’s four, be sure to watch 
this young rowing talent.

Birgit Skarstein, Norway 
PR1 Women’s Single Sculls (PR1W1x)

Birgit Skarstein has been unstoppable since 
she transitioned from skiing to rowing. She 
first entered the fray in 2013 and immediately 
posted a bronze-medal finish. After two more 
years of impressive performances, Skarstein 
did not manage to land on the podium at the 
Rio 2016 Paralympic Games, finishing fourth. 
But it did not stop her. Skarstein came back 
fitter in 2017 and ready to take on the move 
from 1000m to 2000m racing. The distance 
has suited her well and Skarstein has claimed 
three consecutive world titles since. In 2021 
she has continued to look strong with a win at 
the European Rowing Championships. Now, 
all that’s left is the elusive Paralympic podium. 

Roman Polianskyi, Ukraine 
PR1 Men’s Single Sculls (PR1M1x)

Roman Polianskyi’s name has become 
synonymous with success in the para men’s 
single sculls. In 2016, he surprised fans with 
a triumphant gold medal at the Paralympic 
Games in Rio. One year later, Polianskyi was 
back at it, seamlessly transitioning to the 
2000m distance. He won silver at the 2017 
World Rowing Championships and followed 
it with a repeat performance in 2018. Finally, 
in 2019, Polianksyi found himself back 
on top of the podium, claiming the World 
Championship title and securing his place 
for the Tokyo Paralympic Games. Since 
then he has taken back-to-back European 
Championship titles.

Corne de Koning, Netherlands 
PR2 Mixed Double Sculls (PR2Mix2x)

Corne de Koning has been part of the 
Dutch para mixed double sculls since 2013. 
Working his way up the A-final ranking, de 
Koning finished fourth at the 2016 Paralympic 
Games, just outside the medals. In 2017, 
he partnered with Annika van der Meer and 
the duo really took off. They started the new 
Paralympic cycle by winning gold at the 2017 
World Rowing Championships and they didn’t 
stop – they have made it on to the podium 
ever since. In 2019, the duo finished with 
silver at the World Rowing Championships 
and secured their ticket to the Paralympic 
Games.
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Giedre Rakauskaite, Great Britain 
PR3 Mixed Coxed Four (PR3Mix4+)

The British para mixed coxed four has seen 
success throughout the last two Olympic 
cycles, which has been aided by newcomer 
Giedre Rakauskaite. The 30-year-old first 
joined the British team in 2017, when they 
won the World Rowing Championships in 
Sarasota, Florida, USA. Two years later, 
she was back at it, helping her crew win yet 
another World Championship title, this time 
in Linz-Ottensheim, Austria. Now qualified for 
the Tokyo Paralympic Games, Rakauskaite 
and her crew will be looking to add another 
gold medal to the already-growing stack and 
they’ve come into 2021 looking good with a 
win at the European Rowing Championships.
